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CONSENT FORM

I agree to participate in a study that is investigating mood states, and reaction times.  I understand that my participation is entirely voluntary: I can leave the study at any time and this will have no bearing on the credit I receive, nor will it have any other undesirable consequences.

The following points have been explained to me:

1. The purpose of this research is to explore how different types of induced mood affect reaction times.  I understand that I will be asked to carry out tasks involving reflection on current mood states.  The benefits I may expect to receive from this study are: (a) an appreciation of research on the influence of mood states on attention, (b) an opportunity to contribute to scientific research, and (c) course credit for Psychology 100.

2. The procedure will be as follows: during a single session, I will complete a maximum of one hour (including breaks) of a simple task, which consists of being induced into a certain mood (sad or neutral) by watching a series of short film clips, and then perform a simple response time task. I will also be asked to rate my emotional reaction to each set of film clips.   
3. The researchers do not foresee any risks to me for participating in this study, nor do they expect that I will experience any discomfort or stress.  If I do experience feelings of discomfort at any point during the study, I recognize that I am free to refrain from answering any question, or withdraw from the study at any time, without penalty, and will still receive credit for my participation regardless of my completion of the study.

My responses will not be associated with my name; instead, my name will be converted to a code number when the researchers store the date.
